	-Warm water to lukewarm 
-Add iodine to one bowl- a few drops
-Remove plant from bag and save sticker tags.
-Remove as much agar from the plant
-Soak plant in iodine solution for about ten minutes. 
-Prep rooting plugs, soil, or substrate
-prepare rooting hormone
-prepare humidity dome
-Once TC plant has soaked in iodine for a few minutes, add rooting hormone to roots.
- Plant in rooting plug, or soil, or substrate. 
- place assembled plant in a humidity dome. 
- place in a normal room temperature area with adequate lighting. 
*Place a hydrometer/thermometer inside the humidity dome.
